Giorgio Jackson is a prominent former student leader from Chile and current candidate in the general elections. 

Since the late 1970s, Chile has suffered a deep political and economic transformation with the implementation of one of the 
most radical and early versions of neoliberal systems. The reforms, implemented under Pinochet’s dictatorship, completely shifted the role of the State and privatised most social services - including education. Following the return of democracy in the 1990s, little changed until, in April 2011, a huge social movement demanded rights to equal access to good quality, public education. 
Giorgio was at the centre of these events.

In this seminar, Giorgio will describe the transformation brought about by the social movement initiated by Chilean students who declared education to be a right which should not be privatised and used to reproduce social inequalities in a democratic state.
