ATTENTION DEFICIT HYPERACTIVITY DISORDER (ADHD)

Attention Deficit Disorder is a neurological impairment characterized by inattention, impulsivity, and/or hyperactivity. Individuals may be diagnosed with Attention Deficit Disorder (ADD) or Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder (ADHD).

Students with ADD/ADHD may mislay belongings, and appear easily distracted and disorganized.  They may be characterized as “disruptive”.

Useful adjustments may include: 

· Providing note takers

· Tape-recording lectures to capture the material missed

· Seating students near the front in lecture theatres

· Providing copies of overheads 

· Providing a separate room and additional time for exams.
