	Policy on Exploitation and Commercialisation of Intellectual Property
This policy provides the framework and conditions for the development and use of the University’s intellectual property (IP).  Whilst the concentration is necessarily on IP arising from research, it also includes teaching-related IP.  The policy includes the mechanisms and reward structures relating to IP.  This policy replaces the previous Code.

The policy applies to all staff, but academic and related staff will be most affected, being those staff who are mostly likely to generate IP as part of their roles.
Some staff may have more opportunities than others for relevant activities, by the nature of their role and their skills.  The availability of opportunity will vary, in particular by staff type and grade, but not based on other personal factors.
