The MIDI control synthesizer
Ollie's application, 'The MIDI Control Symphonizer', provides a new way for MIDI based musicians to transform, create and play music. It employs neural network technologies to determine patterns in existing MIDI files and uses this predictive power to augment live MIDI streams. As well as being interesting for offline analysis and transformation of MIDI files, this application has a particular, novel purpose in live MIDI performance.

MCS is placed between a controller keyboard and synthesizer, augmenting the stream by listening to notes and adding control changes in real time. Augmentations are made by feeding received MIDI note and velocity data through a neural network trained with existing MIDI control and note sequences. After such training, the application allows the user to deliver MIDI performances with more sonic complexity than existing controller
keyboard interfaces allow.
