Research students in the Department of Mathematics:

· Your research degree has no taught module requirement.  
· All modules are optional and are selected in consultation with your supervisor according to your academic needs.   
· If you are funded by EPSRC, there is a requirement of 100 hours of mathematical broadening training.


Research students in the Department of Physics & Astronomy:
· Your research degree has a taught module requirement of 75 Master’s-level credits.  
· If you are seeking exemption from part (or all) of the taught module requirement, you can apply for the exemption on the next page.  
· Your selections must be made according to the following rules: -
Experimental and theoretical students in the Department of Physics & Astronomy are required to attend, and gain credit for, postgraduate modules amounting to a minimum of 75 credits.  
For those modules where the coursework contributes 30% or more of the assessment, PhD students will be exempted from the unseen end-of-year examination if they obtain a coursework mark of 60% or more. 
VERY IMPORTANT!  In-class tests, “open note exams” and “take away papers” forming part of the assessed coursework are not excused.  You MUST take these assessments.  The exemption above applies only to the formal Unseen Examinations sat in invigilated examination hall conditions in January or late May/ early June each year.
All coursework requirements must be satisfied by the end of the second year at the latest.

Module exemptions:

Students with an MPhys may apply, at the start of the first term of registration, for exemption from modules up to a value of 45 credits, and those with an MSc for the full quota of 75 credits.  They must, however, be able to show that they have successfully completed a module with similar content to one of those offered here, by attaching a transcript of marks.
The Director of Doctoral Studies may allow substitution of one or more Level 3 Undergraduate modules, if appropriate.

Note that 15 Masters-level credits will be awarded to those students who participate in the Particle Physics Summer School at the Rutherford Appleton Laboratory.
