Using the Ladibug Visualiser and SMARTboard together

To project an image on the SMARTboard:
· Start by opening a fresh page/slide on the SMARTboard
· Open the Ladibug software
· Open ‘options’ and make sure it is set to annotation mode
· Position your object under the camera – about 40cm from camera
· Click on ‘display live images’ at top left
· Your object will then be projected

To capture your projected image as a .jpg
· Click on the ‘camera’ icon (bottom left) 
· Save to desktop or documents

Embedding your projected image into SMARTboard
· Reduce the size of the SMARTboard file
· Drag the image into a blank slide

Annotating / drawing on projected images
· Use the SMARTboard pens to draw on projected or imported images

Saving annotations / drawings
· Use the camera icon in SMARTboard
· Choose the ‘dotted line’ option unless you want a full screenshot




Using the Ladibug Visualiser without the SMARTboard

To project an image:
· Turn on the projector
· Turn on the visualise
· Open the ‘Ladibug’ software
· Click on ‘options’ and make sure it is set to annotation mode
· Position your object under the camera – about 40cm from camera
· Click on ‘display live images’ at top left
· Your object will then be projected


Annotating / drawing on projected images
· Click on the annotation icon (hand holding pen)
· Select pen and colour
· Write or draw with your finger or a ‘pen’ from the SMARTboard
