Addressing female students’ fear of sexual assault at a South African university residence

Given the violent contexts within which South African women live, 
it is not surprising that fear of sexual violence is widespread - and almost exclusively expressed by women. University campuses are not outside these narratives, and sexual assault is increasingly recognised as a critical and pervasive problem. 

Women’s movements and activities at university are restricted by fear, limiting their potential to participate fully and experience campus life positively. University residences may be construed as both public and private spaces simultaneously. In the South African context of women’s vulnerability to gender and sexual violence, 
Dr Singh draws on the preliminary findings of a larger project focused on creating safe learning environments at universities by addressing gender-based violence and also data generated 
through an online survey to understand the extent and nature of women’s fear of sexual assault on campus residences.
