In this seminar, Dr Grant draws on data from 16 interviews with female academics to examine the emotions they expressed in 
New Zealand’s Performance-Based Research Fund (PBRF). 

Partly stimulated by Professor Louise Morley’s argument about audit technologies producing a psychic economy symptomatic of gendered identity construction (2007), Dr Grant’s study uncovered a complex and unpredictable array of emotional responses which, she feels, must nuance our understanding 
of the fabrication of gendered researcher identity, as well as provide food for thought when considering the criticisms (Davies & Petersen, 2005) of academics’ complicity with 
neo-liberalism in the academy.
