‘Sexualisation’ as global cause and 
participatory sport

In recent years, ‘sexualisation’ has been taken up at high profile and official levels around the world and passed into our ‘common sense’ thinking about childhood. 

In this seminar, Dr Bragg will explore some arguments around how and why this is the case. She will examine some of the forms this concern with ‘sexualisation’ has taken, and how these function as practices of ‘reading’ culture and to construct notions of self and other. 
She will also argue that the ‘sexualisation’ debate brings to the fore 
some specifically contemporary anxieties about digital image 
proliferation, and the meaning of the ‘mainstreaming of sex’, through which we can discern shifting notions of citizenship, of public and 
private, and ethical responsibilities.

Dr Bragg will conclude with comments about what all this means for pedagogic practices and notions of children’s and young people’s 
‘voice’.
