In this seminar, Jacqui will describe the findings of her doctoral thesis which explored the experiences of transition for young 
people with autism leaving special education as they move on to colleges of further education.  

All the young people in the research had autism and additional learning difficulties, so a key aim of Jacqui’s research was the development of methods to engage and support them in an interview process. These methods will be explored during the seminar. 

The research findings will also be considered in relation to the tensions between independence and vulnerability, inclusion and exclusion and social interaction.
