Self-neglect poses distinctive problems for health and social care providers, who are called upon to promote autonomy whilst observing their duty of care in a grey area of ethics, policy and practice.

In this seminar, Professor Braye and Dr Orr present the results 
of a systematic scoping review which involved interviews and 
focus groups with practitioners and managers. They will also draw on the findings of a selection of Serious Case Reviews to discuss how self-neglect can most effectively be framed, and how practitioners and organisations can be helped to respond to its challenges. 

They will also reflect on some of the methodological issues that arose whilst researching self-neglect.
