We have to encourage
everyone so that they feel
motivated and able to
play a full and equal part
in the process of building
inclusion. This is the purpose
of empowerment.

We shift from top-down
managerial control to
enabling each individual to
take ownership for linking
with others, creating new
relationships and driving all
of us forward in a way that
contributes to our collective
purpose as a tfeam and
organisation. Individual
connections become the real
engine of our purpose and
our organisation.

We therefore build and
develop inclusion from the
bottom up.
