In this seminar, Professor Sünker will deal with the history of Social Pedagogy and Social Work in the context of a social history of the German Länder 
(federal states) - a history which started in the 16th century. He will describe relevant developments prior to the establishment of the post-fascist welfare state in the German West (the former Federal Republic of Germany, FRG) entailing the analysis of the relationship between capitalism, democracy, social welfare and social control in different times. 

Additionally, At the same time Professor Sünker will tackle concepts of working with people in need and people to control (between alms and poor laws). 
He will also reconstruct contemporary theories of social pedagogy based on social theory and educational approaches aimed at overcoming the classical boundaries of their practice(s).
