Dr Wilson explores the use of visual, digital resources by ‘looked after’ young people to blank out - but also to engage with and re-think - difficult histories and current circumstances. It is argued that such resources may be considered a helpful, if individualised and often devalued, form of self-care and exploration in constrained material circumstances. 

In this seminar, Dr Wilson will draw on the ESRC-funded 
research project ‘Young People Creating Belonging: Spaces, sounds and sights’ which employed visual and audial methods to explore how ‘looked after’ young 
people can construct a comfortable sense of (non) belonging in new placements.
